Created in 2010, the Bavarian Junior Ballet offers young dan-
cers the opportunity to become professional performers after
completing their studies. The ensemble consists of 16 dancers
aged between 17 and 20 and serves as an important bridge
between the end of training and the beginning of a professional
career. During the two years that the young members prepare
within the company, artistic director Ivan Liska and rehearsal
and training director Olivier Vercoutére prepare them intensively
every day for their professional careers. The company has
performed with great success not only at the Munich National
Theatre but also on stages throughout Germany, Europe, and
the world. Its distinctive style combines youthful energy, impec-
cable technique, and musicality, leaving an unforgettable mark
on both audiences and critics.
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
